Intended learning outcomes
The aim of the course is to be able to practically apply the BIM model in the
execution phase of a construction project or parts thereof. After completing the
course the student should be able to:

apply BIM in the execution phase of a construction project
value the level and benefit of using a BIM model.
determine what is optimal utilization of BIM under specified conditions
apply collision control for given input parameters

Course content
Application of theoretical and practical knowledge in digital models as support in
the construction process.

Teaching and working methods
Project work in limited groups. The course starts HT2 with “BIM-project, part 1”
and concludes VT1 with “BIM-project, part 2”.

Examination
PRA1 Oral and written presentation of project Work 4 credits U, 3, 4, 5

About teaching and examination language
The teaching language is presented in the Overview tab for each course. The
examination language relates to the teaching language as follows:
